fter holding simultaneous Unlock Revelation evangelistic
A meetings at approximately 200 locations across the Lake
Union, it’s time to count our blessings, evaluate our
experience, and consider how to build on what we've started.

Prayer & Sacrifice

Only the Spirit of God, graciously given in answer to our
prayers, can bring true success to our soul-winning labors.

In the year prior to Unlock Revelation, Michigan Conference
Administration called the pastors of the Michigan Conference to
join together for fasting and prayer at Camp Au Sable on three
separate occasions. Throughout the Michigan Conference, the
prayers of church members were also ascending. Days of fasting
were called, and prayer bands were organized to pray throughout
the evangelistic meetings. The success of Unlock Revelation, and
many other blessings that have taken place over the last two
years, have been in direct answer to all of our prayers.

However, it was not prayer alone, but sacrifice mingled with
prayer that made Unlock Revelation happen. Many pastors and
administrators preached and led out meetings while giving
oversight to other churches or responsibilities simultaneously.
Over 50 lay speakers spent countless hours preparing and
practicing PowerPoint sermons, preaching messages each

night, praying, and visiting in between—all while working
full-time jobs! The spouses and children of the speakers also
sacrificed, supporting the effort with their prayers, patience, and
encouragement.

Thousands of church members sacrificially supported Unlock
Revelation in many other ways. One member drove from his job
in Detroit to run the sound system at the meetings in Flushing
every night, along with teardown and setup responsibilities.

His wife organized the children’s program while balancing

her responsibilities as church school principal and teacher. A
member in southwest Michigan reduced her tutoring schedule,
thereby losing income, in order to be there for Unlock Revelation.
Still others gave liberally of their means, dedicating money from
equipment sales or income tax refunds to help make Unlock
Revelation a reality. Each series was made possible by the willing
sacrifice of Michigan members given out of love for Christ.

It Still Works

The public proclamation of the three angels’ messages has always
held a significant role in fulfilling the mission of the Seventh-day
Adventist Church. When preceded and followed by personal
work, public evangelism is still highly effective. A brief review of
Unlock Revelation appears to support this claim and to answer
some common questions:

“Will people still come out to hear about Revelation and prophecy?”
Over 3,300 community guests came out to the opening night of
Unlock Revelation at a Michigan Conference site, and over 5,400
attended at some point during the series.

“Does prophecy only attract people with extreme ideas?” Religious
meetings always attract a wide variety of guests. As in the days
of Jesus, some only come for the “loaves and fishes” and others
see opportunity to promote their religious agendas. Yet overall,
relatively few Unlock Revelation guests were prophecy “fanatics.”
The majority of guests were reasonable, searching souls with
varying levels of interest in eternal things.

“Will anyone come for 20 nights in such a fast-paced world?” Over
1,400 guests, not including church members, attended the last
session of the series—a rate of 43% of opening night. For those



who could not attend every night, personal or group Bible
studies continue.

“In a secular society, will anyone really forsake the world to follow
Christ?” Over 700 people have shown interest in being baptized
and becoming members of the remnant church, and hundreds
more are involved in ongoing Bible studies.

Church Member Revival

Unlock Revelation was not only a service to the community—it
was good for church members, too! Across the conference,
reports have come in of new life springing up in churches that
participated in the series. As one pastor put it, “Hope has been
rekindled!” Reports of renewed optimism from members who
were previously skeptical about evangelism have been common.
With the resources and support offered through Unlock
Revelation, one lay coordinator said of the members, “I believe
they feel empowered—Xkind of a ‘yes, we can do this ourselves.”

Aside from the joy of working for the salvation of others,

many members felt their own hearts burn within them as they
listened with renewed interest to the powerful messages. The
Village Church in Berrien Springs, for instance, had around 250
members attend on opening night with the majority continuing
throughout the series! A conservative estimate is that over

5,600 church members attended an Unlock Revelation series at

a Michigan Conference site. As calls for decision were made,

it was not only the guests who were stirred, but members were
re-discovering their first love and making practical decisions

to re-dedicate their lives to Christ. There is still power in the
everlasting gospel and the three angels’ messages—power to save,
reclaim, revive, and restore!

Money Well Spent

The concept of holding simultaneous evangelistic meetings
across the conference presented a challenge—the multitude
of available locations, many within easy driving distance of
one another, could have the tendency to lower attendance at
each site. The only R "
way to hold so many A
simultaneous meetings,
and at the same time
keep attendance where [ERSEEEES
churches were used :
to seeing it, was to
generate more overall
interest across the state.
To do this, $200,000
was invested in a mass
advertising campaign that consisted of around 600,000 Unlock
Revelation GLOW tracts, 100 billboards, radio ads in 6 cities,
yard signs, and car magnets. In order for advertising with no
location-specific details to work, a single access point (www.
UnlockRevelation.com) was used to provide the necessary
information about each site—location, speakers, dates, times,

etc. By sharing a common website and phone number, every
advertisement benefited every church!

So how did it work? Of the 67 pastors and 50 lay leaders

who responded to an Unlock Revelation survey, 95% said they
experienced average or better than average guest attendance!
Almost one in four people surveyed said that the attendance was
the best their church had ever experienced for an evangelistic
meeting. Not every site had great attendance, but because we
were working as a team, we could still rejoice with those who
did—Ilike Port Huron and Kalamazoo, each of which saw
approximately 100 community guests on opening night! Or the
Escanaba Church in the Upper Peninsula which was pleasantly
surprised to see 80 community guests!

Even better than the numbers were the stories of how the various
methods of advertising made a difference in people’s lives;

like the woman who came to the Marquette meetings because
she kept seeing billboards on her frequent trips to Lansing, or
the guest from Charlotte who pre-registered in February after
finding out about the meetings through an Unlock Revelation
GLOW tract and was baptized in May! Another woman said she
had seen multiple yard signs and billboards, but when someone
in a restaurant gave her a GLOW tract invitation she was finally
motivated to come. In northern Michigan, many strong interests
heard about the meetings on Strong Tower Radio. One couple
from the Lansing area remarked about the yard signs, saying,
“Those little signs were everywhere—you couldn’t miss it!” And
when a guest from the Flint area was asked how she heard about
the meetings, she summed it up in her reply, “Where have I not
heard about them?!”

TEAM Evangelism

One of the most
encouraging results of
Unlock Revelation was
the way it energized

and unified Michigan
members. One member
excitedly reported seeing
17 billboards on a trip
across the state. Other
members shared the thrill of hearing radio ads or learning that
guests attended from seeing the signs in their yards. And many
members enjoyed doing their part by personally distributing




hundreds and even thousands of Unlock Revelation GLOW tracts.

The joint advertising created a common bond between us, and
everyone felt the positive synergy of carrying out the mission
together.

Another benefit of the team approach was experienced in the
cross-state opportunities created by simultaneous meetings—
such as the young man who started Unlock Revelation in Troy,
continued in Jackson while visiting grandparents, and was able
to finish in Traverse City where his parents live and where he
decided to be baptized! Many members in northern Michigan
invited their friends to meetings downstate and vice versa. Guest
attendees who enjoyed opening night invited family or friends
to check it out in their area of Michigan. One guest visited her
brother, a Seventh-day Adventist in Kalkaska, and learned about
Unlock Revelation while attending church with him. When she
returned home to the Detroit area she located the meetings in
Wixom and now continues to attend the Lakes Area Church to
prepare for baptism!

Things We Learned

Several areas of Unlock Revelation were identified for improve-
ment in the future. We are indebted to /¢ Is Written for
graciously providing scripted PowerPoint presentations of their
Revelation Today series. If we choose to use a Revelation focus
with scripted presentations in the future, we would like to add
a stronger emphasis on the link between Revelation and the
various topics. We would also address a few more Revelation-
specific prophecies, give an overview of the book of Revelation
at the start of the series, and re-evaluate the order of topics.

The back-end website access, as well as the ordering process,
could both be simplified. More explicit directions and specific

resources could be given for resource tables, children’s programs,
baptismal classes, and Phase II meetings. A stronger emphasis
would also need to be placed on total church involvement

in pre-work, such as Bible studies, as well as the follow-up
process of Phase II meetings and personal visitation. Effective
evangelistic meetings are not a one-month event, but more like
a three-month process. We also need to seek ways of involving
more young people in evangelistic outreach, as well as attracting
more young families to our meetings. These and other areas will
be evaluated for potential improvements.

Building On What We Started

We are so grateful to God for the blessings that accompanied
Unlock Revelation, and we cannot afford to relax our efforts
now. Another conference-wide series is on the calendar for the
fall of 2017, with consideration being given to a similar effort
being repeated every two years. Before the fall harvest of 2017,
a greater emphasis will be placed on finding and giving Bible
studies to cultivate
spiritual interests.
What would
happen if the same
type of advertising,
synergy, and
conference-wide
effort as occurred
with Unlock
Revelation were
implemented in a
Bible study ministry that involved every church? Could we see a
Bible study reformation? We're about to find out!

en Camp Sagola lost Pomeroy Lodge to a
fire, it was a real setback for ministry in the
Upper Peninsula

(U.P). The building contained
meeting rooms, lodging, eating,
and shower facilities. With some
heroic efforts, they have been able
to maintain the youth camps and
camp meeting with the assistance
of the Disaster Response mobile
kitchen.

After assessing the insurance
funds, the Sagola board, with
representation from all the U.P.
churches, decided to step out
in faith. The old building was
inadequate to meet their needs, so they agreed to upgrade
the size of the new building to fifteen thousand square feet

(previously ten thousand).

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Their goal for phase one of the project was to complete the
building structure and upstairs facilities (kitchen, dining,

and meeting room) with the $1.5 million from the insurance

company. They are close to
reaching their goals, but need
an additional $50,000 due to
some unforeseen circumstances.
I believe their building
committee has worked hard

to stay within their financial
means. The building is beautiful
and well built for the tough
winters of the U.P. Currently,
they are praying and working
to raise the rest of the funds to

new kitchen area.

Going into the initiative they were aware that funds would
need to be raised for the second phase. This phase would

complete the basement, which houses the bathrooms, showers,
lodging, and meeting rooms. It would also include installing

the air conditioning unit for the various rooms. They will need to
raise $275,000 to complete phase two.

Phase three will entail the landscaping, the excavation and
completion of the non-paved parking lot that will be covered
with crushed limestone; installation of handicapped parking at
the lower level; and the insertion of approximately 20 RV sites
with electrical hookups. An additional $25,000 will be needed to
complete phase three.

The new lodge will provide
all kinds of ministry
opportunities for the
churches in the U.P. The
youth, especially, are
blessed by the summer
camps and Pathfinder
activities. In addition,
many departments of the
Michigan Conference—
canvassing programs,
personal ministries, family
life, health, spring/fall
retreats, and U.P. camp
meeting, to name a few—
will have their needs met
through the completion of
the new lodge! I believe the Lord will impress hearts to raise the
funds for this important need!

When Jeremiah, Isaiah, and the minor
prophets shared prophecy, detailing
